BIOSECURITY
· This Potbelly Pig Facility has significantly upgraded our biosecurity and surveillance for infectious diseases that may occur naturally or be introduced through agroterrorism.  Some of these infectious diseases are transmissible from animals to people.

· The goal of the biosecurity program is to reduce the risk to animals and people for contracting or spreading diseases in the animals here and those that visitors here may come in contact with.

· There are many aspects of this program including but not limited to:  strict isolation procedures, surveillance for infectious agents through laboratory testing, personal and animal hygiene, and facility and equipment disinfection.  Although these procedures do not guarantee 100% protection, they greatly reduce the risk to people and animals

· We feel that everyone needs to do their part in preventing the spread of naturally occurring diseases, foreign animal diseases, and diseases resulting from bioterrorism attacks.  The Potbelly Pig Community strives to be on the front lines of defense in this effort through education, knowledge and example.
